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H1N1 (Swine flu) Vaccination is now available. 

People in the following groups* have priority, but speak to your doctor if you are not in one of these groups and would like to be vaccinated:  

· Pregnant women

· Obese people

· Aboriginal people

· Healthcare workers

· Community carers / family carers involved with direct patient care

· People in remote or isolated communities

· Parents of very young children 

· People with certain chronic medical conditions:

· Chronic kidney / liver / lung disease (including asthma)

· Chronic heart conditions

· Blood disorders (including sickle cell disease)

· Neurological disorders

· Metabolic disorders (eg diabetes)

· Weakened or suppressed immune systems (eg from cancers, medication, HIV/AIDS)

*At present, only people aged 10 years and over can be vaccinated. A vaccine for children under 10 years is expected to be available later.
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
